ITEM 5– MATTERS ARISING 

5.1
Lauder Town Signage at Riggsyde.  This sign is up and is a little further back from the road.
5.2
Sign at Burnmill.  Iain will chase this.  

5.3
It was agreed that there had been a lot of work filling in potholes and major work on the C77 between Langshaw and Threepwood Crossroads.

5.4
Coop update.  SBC Councillors explained that the Coop had done the work on their ground before the plans had been passed.  There is a large flood at the Brownsmuir Park entrance and discussion was held on how to stop random parking which blocks the whole traffic flow in all directions although the use of cones by the Coop was mentioned.  There was no conclusion although SBC Councillors would each follow up the different problems.

Path from Market Place to Crofts Road.  A member of the public knew that there is a Right of Way on both closes between Market Place and Crofts Road.  Anxiety was expressed about the lighting which had been removed and the gate and notice to try to prevent public access.  Iain will look into this.

6.2
Lauder Common Good Fund Financial Statement.  This will be ready for the next meeting. There had been a meeting where £50,000 had been accepted by LCG for access to the Common from one of the wind farm applications.

Lauder Revitalisation.  It was agreed with Graeme that the majority of time at the next meeting will be on Lauder Revitalisation,

The Fire Engine Staff would like to help train as many members of the public on CPR – they have the equipment and just need informed.  There is one defibrillator in the Black Bull and the question was raised whether there should be one at the Sports Pavilion.  Ian S will arrange for CPR training for the CC.

As Ruth is moving away from the area, it was agreed that another Trader should be on the Community Council. This will be decided at the next meeting.
