Operation RAC 

Anti housebreaking initiative continues to be a focus with regards to crime prevention.  Residents should remain vigilant over security to prevent opportunist thieves.

Operation Quarterlight

Ongoing initiative targeting motorists with specific emphasis around how you can prevent and deter vehicle theft. The operation aims to give tips on how to avoid becoming a victim and gives informative instructions on the best place to park, what to do when refuelling, what to think about prior to setting off on a journey and what to do after parking up.

Wildlife Crime
Police Scotland has recently launched it's Wildlife Crime campaign encouraging the general public to be vigilant about wildlife crime and report any suspicious activity.  Wildlife Crime is any act that is made illegal in Scotland under legislation with regard to certain birds, animals and plants including their habitats, both on land and at sea.
