Operation RAC 

Anti housebreaking initiative continues to be a focus with regards to crime prevention.  Residents should remain vigilant over security to prevent opportunist thieves.

Operation Quarterlight

Ongoing initiative targeting motorists with specific emphasis around how you can prevent and deter vehicle theft. The operation aims to give tips on how to avoid becoming a victim and gives informative instructions on the best place to park, what to do when refuelling, what to think about prior to setting off on a journey and what to do after parking up.

Beat Doorstep Crime
Ongoing campaign focusing on bogus callers, rogue traders and doorstep criminals who are cunning, creative, and often very convincing.   Anyone can be fooled as these people are professional con artists. However, the over 60s are often specifically targeted.

Dog Fouling
Over the coming months a campaign will commence targeting dog owner who discriminately allow their pets to foul the streets and pavements of the town.  In the meantime any information as to where and what particular time this occurs would be helpful. Emails to your local community officer.

· You highlighted parking as a problem locally, no incidents were recorded regarding parking issues during the month of February.

Officers will continue to carry out foot patrols and address any issues regarding vehicles parked in a dangerous positions or causing obstructions.  

Speeding/Road Traffic

Officers will continue to carry out regular road checks to deter any problems with speeding or road safety.  The Police Scotland Traffic Dept has carried out a number of speed checks on the A68.

	In addition to the incidents listed above relating to the ward priorities the following incidents are also of note –

01/02– Persons unknown have attempted to force open a tyre pressure machine near to a garage in Lauder and steal the contents, enquiries ongoing. 

05/02 – Sheep mauled and killed by a dog in the Blainslie area, enquiries ongoing.

21/02 – Dog and owner attacked by another dog, enquiries ongoing.

21/02 - One car vehicle accident near to Lauder Golf Club, male charged with no MOT and no insurance.

25/02 – Theft of fuel CO-OP Lauder, enquiries ongoing.

27/02 – Male arrested for a Breach of the Peace, Calfward Park, Lauder.

Also of note a commercial property in Earlston was targeted by thieves who forcibly entered, stole cash and two motor vehicles. Enquiries are still ongoing in relation to this incident, however would appear on this occasion the property was deliberately targeted.

Residents are encouraged be vigilant and report any suspicious activity to Police Scotland.  If possible ensure that your property and vehicles are securely locked and that all valuable equipment is out of sight!

Police responded to 48 calls during the month of February 2015, these vary from domestic incidents, minor disturbances, road traffic and anti-social behaviour.
